I was so hap py tha t he fina ll y 
c.: ou ld rnak e th l' trip to pcrform in Las 
Vega s . I was ont: of the firs t people to 
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go and buy ti c k e ts for th e much 
aw aite d event. 

Whe n I got there, I was ex pecting to 
see the Israe l that I remembe red from 
the WaikTkT Shell some 10 years ago. 
In s tead I was shocked to see a man 
s trugg ling to make it to the s tage. It 
took him over 15 minutes La make the 
50 yard walk from the s ide entrance 
to the front. He ca rri ed an oxygen 
tank with tubes around hi s nose. He 
had to s top severa l times along th e 
way to sit dow n and catch hi s breath. 
I th o ug ht to myse lf, " How o n earth is 
he go ing to s in g when he can bare ly 

Whe n he fina ll y made hi s way to the 
s tage, he sat down on a lillie cha ir 
that somehow supported hi s mass ive 
body. He was s till catching hi s breath 
w he n the spotli ght na shed on .

He had a 
powe r th a I ca n mak e everyt hin g 
aro und him come a li ve, The day after 
the concert. I se nt a th ank yo u note to 

him in Hawai· i. I wanted him to know 
th a t so meon e a pprec iat ed hi s e ffo rt to 
make the trip tn La s Vegas and to 
th ank him rur such a wo nde rru l show . 
Two weeks later , he res ponded with a 
no te , H s lClc k o f his logo st ic ke rs and 
an a ut ographed phuto ,
