One might say that the o ld Havvai'i is go ne forever. The 
traditional dress , homcs and m ost of it s agriculture as we ll 

as its reli g iou s syste TTI of kapu has evo lved into \Veste rn s ly les 
and ideas. However Onc I ivi ng sy mbo l has survived these 
changes - it is Ka Hae J-lawai ' j - The H awaiian Flag. 

The Hawaiian Flag is rich in Hawaiian symbo li sm and 
hi story. Its origin began w ith the arrival of Captain James Cook 
off th e coas t of Kaua'i on Jan.I S. 177S. Hi s arrival 
coincided with Ihe celebration of LOllo i ka lIlakahiki or the 
god/chief Lono or the Ncw Year. 

Through som e mcani n g ful coi nciciencc s ill Hawaiian 
symboli sm Captain Cook was looked upo n as a re turning La na 
of the New Year. The original Lono sailed away as a great c hi ef 
on a trian gular ship and said he would return o n a Iloating 
heiall or tempte. The white masts of hi s ships looked remark­
ably like Ihe image of Lana and Ihe red co lor and crossed bars 
of Ihe Admiralty Ftag also appeared 10 be sy mbols of an ali 'i 
or sacred chief. 

During the following years Hawai °i was vis ited by othe r 
foreign powers seeking claim to the is lands. Kamehal1leha The 
Great s truck an agreement with Captain George Vancouver in 
t79 3 to have Great Britain acl as a prolcclorale of Ihe 
Hawaiian Is lands. The British U nio n Jack was then !law n 
around the Is lands as a symbol or this agreement.

Hawaii' s ol'ficial independence was restored July 3 1. 1843 in a 
formal and !lrand ceremony with the raiSing of a Hawaiian 
Flao on \V h;t is now known as Thomas Square on O'ahu.

On that same afternoon, in conjunction with the restoration of 
Hawaii 's independence, it is said that King Kamehameha III 
delivered the famous motto " Va mal{ ke ea 0 ka 'ainG i ka 
pal/a " at Kawaialm'o Church. ("The life (independence) of the 
land is preserved in righleousness.") 

The Hawaiian Flag has been Ihe official fl ag of Hawai'i for 
over 180 years. from its as a symbol of Lono to a living 
slandard of the Hawaiian Kmgdom. !O Ihe fl ag of the Republic. 
Terrirory and Slale of Hawa!· 1. It lVas honored in the Hall of 
Flags at Pearl Harbor on November 16, t 943 and 
can-ied proudly by all 12 Att-Hawm' l Army Companies as their 
proud symbol of identity and umque place among all nations 
and states . 

On July 26, t990 Governor John Waihe 'e signed a proclama­
lion making every July 31 Sl La Hae Hawai' i or Hawaii an Flag 
Day and urged Hawai 'i cit izens " to observe due respect for the 
tlag and the proud tradition for which it stands: '
